Important notes: In areas with hard water, cells may require
occasional manual cleaning. The appropriate chlorinator size
for your pool is dependent on the local climate and the bather
load for the pool. Chlorinator cell life can be increased with
shorter running times during winter and lower output
settings. The manufacturer recommends that a chlorinator run
6 to 8 hours a day during summer and 2 to 4 hours a day during
winter. A 24 hour super chlorination is recommended after
heavy pool use.
